Basis Statement & Public Comment/Responses
Chapter 300: Uniform Reporting System for Hospital Financial Data 

(Routine Technical Rule)

The Maine Health Data Organization is authorized by statue to collect health care data.  This chapter governs the provisions for the identification of entities required to file financial data to the MHDO; including data content, format, medium, submission schedule, reporting standards; and compliance.
The MHDO Board met on May 23, 2019 and authorized the MHDO to initiate rulemaking to Chapter 300. A public hearing was held on November 21, 2019 with a MHDO staff recommended comment (see below) to the amended rule. On March 5, 2020 the MHDO Board approved the amended rule as revised.  

The following represent the proposed changes to the rule and the rationale for these changes:
Section 1. Definitions

Adds the following definitions to Section I: 

· Consolidated Functions – added so that hospitals will report consolidated hospital/parent template data. MHDO currently collects unconsolidated hospital data which may not include other entities financial data. 
· Employed – added for clarification of a new data element collected 
· Multi-Hospital System – added for clarification for a new data element collected
· NPI – added for a new data element collected
Section 2A & 2B. Format and Content of Financial Data to be filed with the MHDO. 

· Directs the data submitter to report the financial data template(s) for their consolidated and unconsolidated data along with their audited financial statements to the MHDO Hospital Data Portal.
Section 2C. 

· Directs the health system and hospital to annually update their organizational information so that the MHDO and their authorized data users can properly identify and report data specific to providers to the public.

These proposed rule change will add the requirement that hospitals and parent entities submit consolidated financial data along with organizational information to the MHDO. These proposed changes will provide greater transparency to the public into the finances of the hospital and parent entities/health systems.
MHDO Staff Comment: During the 11/21/2019 public hearing, the MHDO Staff alerted the Board to two additional data points in Sections 1 & 2 that should be collected.  The two data elements include the “start” and “end” dates.

Recommended Board Action:  Add the “start” and “end” date to the table section and include these terms in the definition section of the rule.

Section 1: Definitions:
E. End Date. “End Date” means the date a physician’s employment/affiliation ended with the system, hospital or practice.
Q. Start Date.  “Start Date” means the date a physician began the employment/affiliation with the system, hospital or practice.
Section 2 C. Every multi-health system and hospital shall review and update annually an online form on the MHDO's web site Hospital Data Portal (https://mhdo.maine.gov/hospital_portal/http://www.maine.gov/mhdo The organizational chart willincludethe following information:
