This field is primarily used for tracking compliance by 

Payer.  It is derived from MC001 in the medical claims data.
	A single payer may have multiple submitter codes because 

the payer is submitting from more than one system or from 

more than one location.  All submitter codes associated 

with a single payer will have the same first 5 

characters.  A suffix will be used to distinguish the 

location and/or system variations.

For a variety of reasons, the Data Bank may include 

Submissions from unlicensed entities.  The unlicensed 

entities will have a payer code beginning with the letter 

U.  If the submitter does become licensed in Maine, the 

first letter of the payer code will be changed to the 

appropriate value of C or T and the trailing four 

characters will remain unchanged.  Therefore, a payer code 

of U0756 may become T0756 in the future.

Note that due to administrative relationships between 

payers, it is possible that one or more payers are 

responsible for submitting eligibility data that applies 

to a single claims submission and vice versa.  The use of 

payer code alone may not be sufficient to identify all 

claims and eligibility data associated with that payer.

There is often a difference between the servicing provider and the billing provider.  In the case of a claim for an individual in a group practice, the individual is the servicing provider and the group practice is the billing provider.  Although payers are required to report only on the servicing provider, there is no way to insure only the servicing provider is reported on the claim and subsequently is this file.

number.  It is a key variable in the linkage process that associates all identifiers for a single provider.

Although payers 

were asked to split an individual practitioner's name into 

its various components, many payers were not able to do 

so.  In those instances the payer name is entirely within 

the provider last name field (MCSP008).

Although payers 

were asked to split an individual practitioner's name into 

its various components, many payers were not able to do 

so.  In those instances the payer name is entirely within 

the provider last name field (MCSP008).

payer name is entirely within this field.

All submissions were required to have less than .1% of the submission with a blank provider name.  Some payers were unable to report this field for out of state providers.

	This field is inconsistently populated.  Although payers 

were asked to split an individual practitioner's name into 

its various components, many payers were not able to do 

so.  In those instances the payer name is entirely within 

the provider last name field (MCSP008).

When populated this field often contains the generational 

identifier (JR, SR, III), the credentials (MD, DO, DC) or 

the suffix to the tax ID.  The reporting is not consistent across payers.

be populated with the billing location.  Payers were asked to verify submissions with more than 45% of the medical claims being treated by out of state providers.

	This field is used to standardize the specialty coding of 

the provider records.  It is based upon the service 

provider specialty code (MC032) and the linkage activity.  

A DPCID will have only one national TAXONOMY code.
	This field will be changing with each release of the 

medical service provider file as the linkage of provider 

records offers more detailed information.
