This field contains the MHDO submitter code for the payer 

submitting payments.  The first character of the submitter 

code indicates the type of submitter.

C = Commercial carrier  

T = Third Party Administrator 

U - Unlicensed entity

This field is primarily used for tracking compliance by 

payer.  It is derived from PC001 in the pharmacy claims data.
A single payer may have multiple submitter codes because 

the payer is submitting from more than one system or from 

more than one location.  All submitter codes associated 

with a single payer will have the same first 5 

characters.  A suffix will be used to distinguish the 

location and/or system variations.

For a variety of reasons, the Data Bank may include 

submissions from unlicensed entities.  The unlicensed 

entities will have a payer code beginning with the letter 

U.  If the submitter does become licensed in Maine, the 

first letter of the payer code will be changed to the 

appropriate value of C or T and the trailing four 

characters will remain unchanged.  Therefore, a payer code 

of U0756 may become T0756 in the future.

Note that due to administrative relationships between 

payers, it is possible that one or more payers are 

responsible for submitting eligibility data that applies 

to a single claims submission and vice versa.  The use of 

payer code alone may not be sufficient to identify all 

claims and eligibility data associated with that payer.

NUMBER ( 12) 
This field contains the unique pharmacy identifier that 

crosses all payers.  This field is the link to the Pharmacy Master file (PM901).
This field will change frequently for existing records as 

the linkage process matures and more pharmacy records are 

linked.

This field is the key to summarizing all claims for a 

single pharmacy regardless of the payer code.

This is the pharmacy number assigned by the payer. 

This field is derived from PC018 in the pharmacy claims data.

This field should contain the pharmacy’'s tax identification 

number. 

This field is derived from PC019 in the pharmacy claims data.
This field is edited for its presence - not for content.  

This field is very poorly populated.  Payers have indicated they generally do not have this information available to them when the claim is processed by a PBM (pharmacy benefits manager)

This field is not released.

This field contains the name of the pharmacy filling the prescription.

This field is derived from PC020 in the pharmacy claims data.
For a few payers, this field contains the name of the Pharmacy Benefit Manager and not the name of the dispensing pharmacy.

The pharmacy name is required on at least 95% of the records submitted.

Names in this field associated with large volumes of records often represent mail orders.

This field is derived from PC021 in the pharmacy claims data.
This field is not populated until a national pharmacy ID number system is established by CMS.

This field contains the city name of the pharmacy.

This field is derived from PC022 in the pharmacy claims data.
This field is not edited and was not required until 2004.

Although the pharmacy location is requested, this field can 

be populated with the billing location.  For a few payers this field contains the city of the Pharmacy Benefit Manager and not the city of the dispensing pharmacy.

This is the two character abbreviation for city as defined 

by the US Postal Service.  

This field is derived from PC023 in the pharmacy claims data.


This field is not edited and was not required until 2004.

Although the pharmacy location is requested, this field can 

be populated with the billing location.  For a few payers this field contains the state or province of the Pharmacy Benefit Manager and not that of the dispensing pharmacy.

This field contains the zip code of the pharmacy location.  It may contain non US codes.

This field is derived from PC024 in the pharmacy claims data.
This field was edited to verify high percentages of valid 

Maine zip codes.

Although the pharmacy location is requested, this field can 

be populated with the billing location. For a few payers this field contains the zip code of the Pharmacy Benefit Manager and not that of the dispensing pharmacy.

Pharmacy zip codes are required on 90% of the records submitted.  Submissions with more than 25% of the records having a non-Maine zip code are verified with the submitter.

This field is used to link to the pharmacy claims data
