BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

THURSDAY, September 6, 2012
The meeting of the Maine Health Data Organization (MHDO) Board of Directors began 
at 9:15 a.m.; after a public hearing was held on Chapter 243:  Uniform Reporting System for Health Care Claims Data Sets and Chapter 300:  Uniform Reporting System for Hospital Financial Data Sets, with the following Board members present:  Katherine Pelletreau, (Chair), Anne Head, (Vice-Chair), Poppy Arford, Andy Ellis, Maryagnes Gillman, Peter Gore, Anita Knopp, Neil Korsen, Jim Leonard, Garrett Martin, Chris McCarthy, Ted Rooney, and Dave Winslow.  Absent members were Joe Ditré, and Lisa Harvey-McPherson.  Also present were Karynlee Harrington, Acting Executive Director and Paul Gauvreau, Agency Assistant Attorney General.
Chair Report
Approval of Board Minutes - A motion was made and seconded to accept the June 7, 2012, June 19, 2012, and June 28, 2012  MHDO Board minutes as written.  Motion carried with one abstention.

RFP Status Update – The Board Chair informed the Board that many strong proposals were received in response to the MHDO Data Warehouse RFP.  She stated that the evaluation committee is working through the review process. 
LD 1818 Update – The Board Chair reported that the workgroup has adopted a “voice of the customer” approach and are gathering stakeholder input; all which is available on the following web site: www.maine.gov/hit.  Ms. Pelletreau identified four subcommittees (data governance structure, data processing structure, protected health information, and consumer engagement) that were established to discuss these specific issues and who will provide the full workgroup with their recommendations.

Executive Search – The Board Chair reported that the Executive Director position had been posted and that the committee will meet to review the applicants.  
Acting Executive Director Report

Financial Summary /Status of FY14-15 Budget Request – Ms. Harrington reported on the status of the zero based budgeting initiative State Agencies are working through for fiscal year 14-15.  There was discussion regarding the current budget allocation and how carryover funds from one fiscal year to another are to be used to offset assessments as defined in Chapter 10. There was also discussion about the Agency looking at alternative funding mechanisms for the access to data.  Ms. Harrington briefly described a subscription model and stated that the issue of new revenue models is directly related to the Agency’s new operational model.  It was agreed that this issue and opportunities will be discussed in more detail at a future meeting. 
Project Management Report – Ms. Harrington reviewed the current status of the critical projects defined by the Board (refer to handout).  She also informed the Board that Susan Schow accepted a position with the Maine Health Management Coalition.  The position will remain vacant until the Agency determines its future needs.  The work has been redistributed internally leveraging resources within DHA.
Chapter 270:  Uniform Reporting System for Quality Data Sets - Ms. Harrington reported that she is working with the Maine CDC and the MQF-AC on developing a set of recommendations for updates to Chapter 270 for the MHDO Board’s consideration.
Chapter 280:  Filing Requirements for Prescribers Seeking Confidentiality Protection/initiate repeal - Ms. Harrington outlined the rationale behind the Agency’s recommendation to repeal Chapter 280.    A motion was made and seconded to repeal Chapter 280 in its entirety.  The motion passed unanimously.
George Shaler, Muskie School of Public Service at USM Data Fee Waiver Request - Ms. Harrington reviewed with the board the data request from Mr. Shaler and made the recommendation that the board grant the request to waive the data fee.  A motion was made and seconded to grant the fee waiver contingent upon receiving a report from the Workers’ Compensation Board.  Motion passed with one abstention.  
Compliance Report – Ms. Harrington recommended suspending a previously imposed fine of $25,000 for Humana Insurance Company because they have now submitted their non-compliant claims data. There was a motion and a second to suspend the $25,000 fine for Humana.  Motion carried with one abstention. 
Ms. Harrington reported that Tufts Benefit Administrators has submitted most of their non-compliant claims data and are working in good faith with MHDO staff to submit the remaining data.  Tufts wrote the board a letter requesting reconsideration of their previously imposed fine of $5,000.   Ms. Harrington recommended reducing their fine to $1,000.  There was a motion to suspend all but the $1,000 of Tufts $5,000 fine.  The motion was seconded and passed with one abstention.
Mr. Gauvreau informed the Board that United Concordia still owes $1,000 in fines.   A motion was made and seconded that Mr. Gauvreau notify United Concordia that the full $5,000 fine will be reinstated unless the reduced fine of $1,000 is received within 10 days of the letter.  The motion passed unanimously.
Data Processing Center Report

Janice Bourgault updated the board by reviewing the standard reports (refer to handouts).  
MQF Advisory Council Update
Ms. Harrington stated that she will be working with the MQF Advisory Council on recommendations for the MHDO Board to consider with regard to Chapter 270 rule changes.
