BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

THURSDAY, December 6, 2012
The meeting of the Maine Health Data Organization (MHDO) Board of Directors began at 10:15 a.m. following a Public Hearing on Chapter 270:  Uniform Reporting System for Quality Data Sets.  The following Board members were present:  Katherine Pelletreau, (Chair), Anne Head, (Vice-Chair), Poppy Arford, Andy Ellis, Peter Gore, Anita Knopp, Neil Korsen, Garrett Martin, and Dave Winslow.  Absent members were Joe Ditré, Maryagnes Gillman, Jim Leonard, Lisa Harvey-McPherson, Chris McCarthy, and 
Ted Rooney.  Also in attendance were Karynlee Harrington, Acting Executive Director and Paul Gauvreau, Agency Assistant Attorney General.  
Chair Report
Vote on Approval of Board Minutes – The vote on the November 1, 2012 minutes was tabled until the January 3, 2013 Board meeting.
LD 1818 Update - Ms. Pelletreau stated that the workgroup is continuing to finalize 
their recommendations to the Health and Human Services Committee.  Mr. Gauvreau informed the Board that the reporting deadline has been extended to January 21, 2013.
Data Warehouse Contract Status - Ms. Pelletreau informed the Board that the Maine Division of Purchases has granted an appeal to JAI, a company who bid on the RFP 
but was not the top scorer.   Contract negotiations with HRSI have ceased pending 
the results of the appeals hearing.  
Acting Executive Director Report

Compliance Report - Tabled until the January 3, 2013, Board meeting.  
Project Management Report - Ms. Harrington reviewed the status of the critical projects defined by the Board bringing to their attention an issue that MHDO staff is working to resolve (refer to Project Status Report - Inpatient/Outpatient hospital data.)  The Maine CDC requires a complete data set and the 2010 Outpatient is missing approximately 
3% of hospital data.  The Administrative Data Report was produced to track missing hospital data going forward (refer to report).  Ms. Harrington briefly discussed an issue that she is looking into regarding the submission of data for provider based clinics.  

Ms. Harrington will update the Board after further discussions with staff.  
MHDO/HIN Status Report - Ms. Harrington informed the Board that she and 
Paul Gauvreau are working to finalize a contract amendment with HealthInfoNet 
that will govern the work of the feasibility study to determine if claims and clinical 
data can be linked.  

Access to Medicare Data - Ms. Harrington provided the Board with a handout 
for discussion purposes regarding the current process and timeframes to access 
Medicare data and the option of receiving the data on a quarterly basis beginning 
with 2013 data.  The Board discussed the issue of receiving complete data vs. timely data.  Ms. Harrington will report back to the Board the information that CMS provides regarding the outstanding issues specific to annual with a 12 month lag vs. quarterly with a 5-6 month lag.
Vote on Adoption of Chapter 280:  Filing Requirements for Prescribers Seeking Confidentiality Protection - The vote was tabled until the January 3, 2013 Board meeting.
Vote on University of New England Data Fee Waiver Request - The vote was tabled until the January 3, 2013 Board meeting.
Vote on MCD Public Health and Maine Development Foundation Data Fee Waiver Request – The vote was tabled until the January 3, 2013 Board meeting.
A discussion ensued regarding the option of the Board to delegate authority to 
staff or to a subcommittee to act on behalf of the Board to approve waiver requests. 

Ms. Harrington will discuss further with the Executive Committee and this will be a 
future agenda item.
