BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

THURSDAY, january 3, 2013
The meeting of the Maine Health Data Organization (MHDO) Board of Directors began at 9:00 a.m. with the following Board members present:  Katherine Pelletreau, (Chair), Anne Head, (Vice-Chair), Poppy Arford, Andy Ellis, Maryagnes Gillman, Peter Gore, Anita Knopp, Neil Korsen, Jim Leonard, and Dave Winslow.  Absent members were Joe Ditré, Lisa Harvey-McPherson, Chris McCarthy, Garrett Martin, and Ted Rooney.  Also in attendance were Karynlee Harrington, Acting Executive Director and Paul Gauvreau, Agency Assistant Attorney General.
Chair Report
Vote to approve Board minutes - A motion was made and seconded to accept the November 1, 2012 and the December 6, 2012 MHDO Board minutes as written.  Motion carried.

LD 1818 update - Ms. Pelletreau stated that the report to the Health and Human Services Committee is being finalized and should be presented the last week in January.  There was some discussion regarding the Board reviewing the report and providing input before it is finalized.  Jim Leonard agreed to contact Dawn Gallagher, coordinator of the report and ask her to send a notice to Board members outlining the process and next steps.  Ms. Pelletreau will get a copy of the LD 1818 draft report and meet with Anne Head and Karynlee to discuss further.
RFP Appeal and Data Warehouse contract status update - Mr. Gauvreau updated the Board on the hearing held as the result of the appeal by JAI Software, Inc. and the concerns they raised with the scoring tool used in the selection process.  He further explained the next steps based upon the final decision of the appeal panel.

Acting Executive Director Report

Compliance Report - After the Board discussed recommendations from Ms. Harrington on compliance issues the following three motions were made, seconded and unanimously passed:  

Conditional referral of Mercy Hospital to the Attorney General’s Office if annual assessment payment is not received by January 31, 2013.  

Routine referral to the AG’s Office of three non-hospital providers for unpaid assessments:  Home Care for Portland’s Homeless, Manna, Inc., and VNA Home Health & Hospice.
Reduce previously imposed $5,000 fine to $1,000 of American Health Care Administrative Services, Inc., for late-submission of compliant claims data.
Ms. Harrington informed the Board that Health Care Service Corporation (HCSC) has become compliant with their claims data submissions.  A motion was made to permanently suspend the previously stayed fine of $25,000 to HCSC, provided they remain current with their health care claims data submissions for the next 12 months.  The motion was seconded and passed with two Board members in opposition.
Vote on provisional adoption of Chapter 270:  Uniform Reporting System for Quality Data Sets - Ms. Harrington provided the Board with a handout that identified the major issues articulated in the written testimony received on the proposed Chapter 270 changes.  The handout includes in some cases a revised recommendation for changes to the proposed rule based on the public feedback received.  Refer to document.  There was a motion and a second to adopt the MQF-AC recommendations 1, 3 and 4 and to eliminate the original proposed change in Chapter 270 that has to do with the requirement that Critical Access Hospitals submit CLABSI, catheter-associated urinary tract infection (CAUTI) and surgical site infection (SSI) data to NHSN. 

 The motion passed with five in favor, one opposed, and one abstention.
Vote on adoption of Chapter 280:  Filing Requirements for Prescribers Seeking Confidentiality Protection - A motion was made to adopt the repeal of Chapter 280.  Motion carried with one abstention.
Vote on University of New England data fee waiver request - Ms. Harrington explained that UNE has $5,000 available in grant money to fund their study and are requesting a waiver for the remainder of the fee.  After some discussion the Board tabled the issue pending additional budgetary information from UNE regarding their grant funding.
Vote on MCD Public Health and Maine Development Foundation data fee waiver request - The Board tabled the issue until the February 7th Board meeting pending further budgetary information from MCD Public Health. 
Vote on Med Pro Associates’ assessment waiver request - The Board received a copy of a waiver request from Med Pro Associates.  A motion was made and seconded to waive the $150 assessment fee.  Motion passed unanimously.
